The Institution shall publish details regarding the Institution, courses / programs being conducted, eligibility criteria for admission,
academic calendar, fees charged, details of infrastructural facilities, faculty members, mode of examination/ examination Centers
and the last date of admission in the form of mandatory disclosure and shall be displayed on the Institution's website. The
information shall be revised every year with updated information about all aspects of the Institution and the whole process shall be
made in accordance with the same.

No capitation fee shall be charged from the students/ guardians of students in any form. If found so, appropriate action, as per the
norms of AICTE, shall be initiated against the Institution.

In the event of a student / candidate cancelling admission before the last date of admissions, the entire fee collected from the
student, after a deduction of the processing fee of not more than Rs. 1000/- (Rupees one thousand only) shall be refunded and
returned by the Institution to the student / candidate withdrawing from the program. It would not be permissible for the Institution to
retain the School / Institution Leaving Certificates in original to force retention of admitted students and not to charge fees for the
remaining period if a student cancels the admission at any point of time.
